Public Meeting Scheduled for Residents and Property Owners  

within Anderson Creek Mitigation Area 
Thursday, May 27, 6:00 PM, Mt. Moriah Baptist Church, 105 Dougherty St. 

 
Jackson, TN, May 20, 2004 — The City of Jackson today announced a public meeting to 
address the Anderson Creek Mitigation Project that was announced last week by Senators 
Frist and Alexander. 
 
Representatives from the City of Jackson, the Jackson Housing Authority, the Tennessee 
Emergency Management Agency and Disaster Recovery Services will answer questions about 
the Anderson Creek Mitigation Project in a public meeting on Thursday, May 27, 6:00 PM, at 
Mt. Moriah Baptist Church on 225 Daugherty Street.    
 
City representatives will make a short presentation describing how the project will work, the 
anticipated timeline and the buyout process. 
 
The Anderson Creek Mitigation Project is a voluntary buyout of properties in the Anderson 
Creek flood plain. The project will provide participating property owners with pre-disaster 
fair market value for their properties. Other compensation will include uniform relocation 
assistance up to $5,250 for renters and a comparable housing allowance up to $22,500 for 
owner-occupants. 
 
This project is the largest of its kind in Tennessee history. The federal share of the project is 
$4,249,613, which is 75 percent of the $5,666,150 cost to acquire and return to a natural 
state 185 properties in the Anderson Creek area.  The city will cover the remaining 25 
percent share over the 5-year project period. Some of the city’s match will be “in-kind.” 
 
Of the 185 properties within the project area, 81 are vacant, and 104 have structures. Of 
those 104 structures, 57 are rental homes, 47 are owner-occupied. 31 received significant or 
total damage in the May 4 tornado. 
 
Once properties are purchased through the federal hazard mitigation grant program, future 
development is prohibited. Upon completion of a successful mitigation project, the City of 
Jackson would utilize the area as a recreation facility, as outlined in the post-tornado 
recovery report of the Urban Land Institute. While providing surrounding neighborhoods with 
a meeting place and park, the area would also serve as a gateway from the downtown core 
to the East Jackson residential neighborhoods.
